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STUDENT TEACHER PLACEMENT

The placement of Student Teachers is taken very seriously by the Teacher Education Department. Every effort
is made to provide each Student Teacher an experience that is professionally appropriate. All assignments

are made in a joint effort by the SUU’s COEHD Field Service Office and Teacher Education Department, and
the Local Education Agent (LEA) -school district . Special arrangements by the students, the LEA, or some
other school or department of the Univers ity are not authorized. A Student Teacher shall not make
arrangements with a teacher in a public school until notified of the specific student teacher assignment. In
placing Student Teachers, the following are considered:

1. The preference of the Student Teacher
Whenever possible, Student Teachers are placed in the school districts and grade levels of their
choice; however, this is not always possible and is not guaranteed. If Student Teachers encounter a
problem in the student teaching experience, the Uni versity reserves the right to place him/her in a
situation that can be more closely supervised.

2. The availability of student teaching placements

our policy to help school districts by placing Student T eachers in such situations whenever it is
professionally and ethically possible to do so.

4., Student Teachers will be placed with Mentors who:

a. Are currently licensed and/or endorsed in their state for all the subjects they teach where a
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
