Cooperative housing: College-owned, -operated, or -affiliated housing in which students share room and board expenses and participate in household chores to 
reduce living expenses.

*Counseling service: Activities designed to assist students in making plans and decisions related to their education, career, or personal development.
Credit: Recognition of attendance or performance in an instructional activity (course or program) that can be applied by a recipient toward the requirements for a 
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First-time student: A student attending any institution for the first time at the level enrolled. Includes students enrolled in the fall term who attended a 
postsecondary institution for the first time at the same level in the prior summer term. Also includes students who entered with advanced standing (college credit 
earned before graduation from high school).

First-time, first-year student: A student attending any institution for the first time at the undergraduate level. Includes students enrolled in the fall 
term who attended college for the first time in the prior summer term. Also includes students who entered with advanced standing (college credits 
earned before graduation from high school).
First-year student: A student who has completed less than the equivalent of 1 full year of undergraduate work; that is, less than 30 semester hours (in a 120-hour 
degree program) or less than 900 clock hours.

Full-time student (undergraduate): A student enrolled for 12 or more semester credits, 12 or more quarter credits, or 24 or more clock hours a week each term.

Geographical residence (as admission factor): Special consideration in the admission process given to students from a particular region, state, or country of 
residence.

Early admission: 
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Work experience (as admission factor): Special consideration given to students who have been employed prior to application, whether for relevance to major, 
demonstration of employment-related skills, or as explanation of student’s academic and extracurricular record.

*Visually impaired: Any person whose sight loss is not correctable and is sufficiently severe as to adversely affect educational performance.
Volunteer work (as admission factor): Special consideration given to students for activity done on a volunteer basis (e.g., tutoring, hospital care, working with the 
elderly or disabled) as a service to the community or the public in general.

Wait list: List of students who meet the admission requirements but will only be offered a place in the class if space becomes available. 
Weekend college: A program that allows students to take a complete course of study and attend classes only on weekends. 
White:  A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.
*Women’s center: Center with programs, academic activities, and/or services intended to promote an understanding of the evolving roles of women.

Tuition: Amount of money charged to students for instructional services. Tuition may be charged per term, per course, or per credit. 
*Tutoring: May range from one-on-one tutoring in specific subjects to tutoring in an area such as math, reading, or writing. Most tutors are college students; at some 
colleges, they are specially trained and certified.
