
Copyright: Fair Use Supplement 

Purpose 

Fair use presumes the user will act to secure formal permission when necessary.  If the copy 
is used for teaching at a non-profit institution, distributed without charge and made by a 
teacher or students acting individually, then the copy is more likely to be considered as fair 
use.

Effect 

In general, a work that supplants the normal market is more likely to be seen as an infringement 
but a work does not have to have an effect on the market to be an infringement. 

Favoring Fair Use Opposing Fair Use 
User owns lawfully acquired or purchased 
copy of original work 

One or few copies made 

No significant effect on the market or 
potential market for Copyrighted work 

No similar product marketed by the 
Copyright holder 

Lack of licensing mechanism 

Could replace the sale of Copyrighted 
work 

Significantly impairs market or potential 
market for Copyrighted work or derivative 

Reasonably available licensing 

Affordable permission available 

Numerous copies made 

Copy was made accessible via the web or 
in a public forum 

Repeated or long term use
